The 8! International Competition of Young Conductors
Lovro von Mataci¢

The first International Competition of Young Conductors Lovro
von Mataci¢ was held on the tenth anniversary of Maestro Lovro
Mataci¢'s death in 1995. Since then, the Competition is held in
Zagreb in the fall of every fourth year. The Lovro and Lilly Mataci¢
Foundation is organizing it to support and provide opportunities
for young conductors from all over the world as they start their
careers, but also to promote and nurture the artistic, cultural and
social legacy of our greatest conductor, Lovro Matacic.

The Competition’s eighth edition will be held at the Vatroslav
Lisinski Concert Hall from September 16-22, 2023 and the
Foundation has partnered with the Zagreb Philharmonic and
the Vatroslav Lisinski Concert Hall to realize this internationally
recognized event.

The Competition attracted an impressive number of candidates
again this year: the first round saw 183 applications from all
continents, but the international panel, made up of prominent
national and foreign musicians, selected 24 contestants who will
perform in the second, third, and fourth rounds of the Competition
and at the final concert of the finalists. The selected candidates
will have to demonstrate their skill in mastering the predefined
orchestral scores in front of the panel and the audience, along
with their ability to collaborate with the members of the Zagreb
Philharmonic, the official competition orchestra. Depending
on the panel’s decision, the top-scoring candidates will qualify
for the next round of the Competition: ten candidates will be
selected for the third round and six for the fourth round, with
three selected finalists from the fourth round participating in the
final concert. Each finalist will perform a concert repertoire piece
at the final concert, and the winner will be announced afterwards.
In addition, a candidate from the fourth round of the Competition
will receive a special award for performing a piece by a Croatian
composer.

The panel that will be evaluating the candidates in the 8"
International Competition of Young Conductors Lovro von
Mataci¢ consists of Antoni Wit as its chairperson, Valentin Egel,
Zoran Jurani¢, Sreten Krsti¢, Uro§ Lajovic, Dawid Runtz and Leo
Samama.

ANTONI WIT poljski je dirigent, skladatelj i profesor na
Glazbenom sveuciliStu Frédérica Chopina u VarSavi. Na
konzervatoriju u Krakovu diplomirao je dirigiranje u klasi Henryka
Czyza i kompoziciju u klasi Krzysztofa Pendereckog. Studij je
nastavio u Parizu kod Nadije Boulanger. Takoder je diplomirao i
pravo na Jagielonskom sveucili§tu u Krakovu. 0d 2002. do 2013.
bio je Sef dirigent VarSavske filharmonije. Kao prvi gostujuéi
dirigent suradivao je s ansamblom Orquesta Sinfénica de Navarra
iz Pamplone (2010. - 2017.), a 2013. imenovan je njihovim
umjetnickim voditeljem. Ravnao je najuglednijim svjetskim
orkestrima kao $to su Berlinska filharmonija, Staatskapelle
Dresden, Orchestra dellAccademia Nazionale di Santa Cecilia
iz Rima, Tonhalle-Orchester Ziirich, Filharmonija iz Krakova,
Orquestra Simfonica de Barcelona i Nacional de Catalunya,
BBC Symphony Orchestra iz Londona, Londonska filharmonija i
mnogi drugi.

Antoni Wit is a Polish conductor, composer, and professor at the
Frederic Chopin University of Music in Warsaw. He obtained his
degree in conducting in the class of Henryk Czyz and in composition
in the class of Krzysztof Penderecki at the Krakow Conservatory.
He continued his education in Paris under Nadia Boulanger. He also
graduated from Jagiellonian University in Krakow with a degree
in law. He was the chief conductor of the Warsaw Philharmonic
Orchestra from 2002 to 2013. He was the first guest conductor
of the Orquesta Sinfénica de Navarra from Pamplona (2010-
2017), and was appointed its artistic director in 2013. He has
led some of the world's most prestigious orchestras, such as the
Berlin  Philharmonic, the Staatskapelle Dresden, the Orchestra
dellAccademia Nazionale di Santa Cecilia from Rome, the Tonhalle-
Orchester Ziirich, the Krakow Philharmonic, the Orquestra Simfonica
de Barcelona and the Nacional de Catalunya, the BBC Symphony
Orchestra from London, the London Philharmonic and many others.
He has recorded more than ninety CDs, mainly for the Naxos label,
frequently in collaboration with the Polish National Radio Symphony
Orchestra from Katowice, whose artistic director he was from 1983
to 2000. He is especially focused on the performance of works
by Polish composers. He received many accolades and awards,
including the Grammy in 2013.

VALENTIN EGEL djeluje kao Sef dirigent i glazbeni voditel]
Hrvatskoga narodnog kazaliSta Ivana pl. Zajca u Rijeci te
Sef dirigent Rijeckoga simfonijskog orkestra. Laureat je

He is the laureate
of the 7" International Competition of Young Conductors Lovro
von Mataci¢ in Zagreb, the Campus Dirigieren Competition of
the German Music Academies and Leipzig’s MDR Symphony
Orchestra Conducting Competition. He is also listed in the
German Music Council's Maestros of Tomorrow. He studied
conducting at the University of Music Franz Liszt in Weimar in
the classes of Nicolds Pasquet, Ekhart Wycik and Gunter Kahlert.
In 2019, he was part of an exchange program hosted by Indiana
University (US) and its Department of Conducting, managed by
Arthur Fagen. He attended master classes led by conductors
such as Gabriel Feltz, Peter Giilke and Teodor Currentzis and was
an assistant to conductors Lothar Zagrosek and Zubin Mehta.
He has collaborated with the following orchestras: MDR Leipzig
Radio Symphony Orchestra, BBC Philharmonic Manchester, State
Philharmonic Orchestra Nuremberg, Karlovy Vary Symphony
Orchestra, Berlin Philharmonic, Bulgarian Chamber Orchestra,
Belgrade Philharmonic, HRT Symphony Orchestra, as well as
with many eminent soloists, including Fabrice Millischer, Bruno
Delepelaire and Reinhold Friedrich.

Skladatelj i dirigent ZORAN JURANIC preuzeo je mjesto
voditelja zbora Hrvatskog narodnog kazaliSta u Zagrebu 1972.
godine, a u istoj je kuci djelovao kao stalni dirigent (od 1988.)
te ravnatelj opera (od 2002. do 2005.). Od 2005. predaje na
Muzickoj akademiji u Zagrebu. Kao dirigent, gaji poseban
interes za zaboravljena i rijetko izvodena djela slabije poznatih

skladatelja. SpojivSi znanja iz muzikologije te skladateljsku i
dirigentsku praksu, Jurani¢ je revidirao i izveo niz zaboravljenih
djela iz hrvatske glazbene bastine, posebice iz opusa Ivana
Zajca, Antonija Smareglije, Vatroslava Lisinskog i Blagoje Berse.
0d 2014. stalni je ¢lan Hrvatske akademije znanosti i umjetnosti.
Izmedu 2010. i 2013. obnasao je duznost predsjednika Upravnog
odbora Zagrebacke filharmonije, i izmedu 2012. i 2016.
predsjednika Hrvatskog drustva skladatelja.

Composer and conductor Zoran Jurani¢ became the choirmaster
at the Croatian National Theatre in Zagreb in 1972, where he
became a permanent conductor in 1988 and held the position of
the director of Opera from 2002 to 2005. He has been a tenured
professor at the Academy of Music in Zagreb since 2005. As a
conductor, his special interest lies in forgotten or rarely performed
works and composers, and having connected his musicological
interest with his profession of conductor and composer, he
revised and performed a series of neglected works belonging to
Croatian music heritage, especially from the opus of Ivan Zajc,
Antonio Smareglia, Vatroslav Lisinski and Blagoje Bersa. He has
been a full member of the Croatian Academy of Sciences and
Arts since 2014. From 2010 to 2013, he was the president of the
Board of the Zagreb Philharmonic, and from 2012 to 2016 he was
the president of Croatian Composers’ Society.

Violinist i koncertni majstor Zagrebacki solista, SRETEN
KRSTIC studirao je na Muzitkoj akademiji u Beogradu. Od
godine 1982. koncertni je majstor Miinchenske filharmonije, na
kojem poloZaju djeluje jo$ iz doba legendarnoga Sefa-dirigenta
Sergiua Celibidachea. Bio je i koncertni majstor Svjetskog
orkestra mladih te nastupao sa solistima poput Henryka
Scheringa i Pierrea Fourniera te pod ravnanjem dirigenata
poput Jeana Martinona i Bernarda Kleea. | kao solist suradivao
je sa slavnim dirigentima, medu kojima su Sergiu Celibidache,
James Levine, Zubin Mehta, Hiroshi Wakasugi, Horst Stein,
Vaclav Neumann i Dmitrij Kitajenko, a karijera ga vodi u gotovo
sve europske zemlje, Japan, SAD i Rusiju. Snimao je za sve
radijske i televizijske postaje bivSe Jugoslavije, Bavarski radio,
Zapadnonjemacki radio, BBC (Manchester), Grcki radio (Solun)
te za diskografske kuée PGP, Thorofon, Arte Nova Classics i
dr. Za njih je ostvario viSe kompaktnih ploca, kako solisticke,
tako i komorne glazbe. Godine 1985. utemeljio je Gasteig-Trio
Miinchen, 1996. Filharmonijski gudacki sekstet, a 1999. Komorni
orkestar Filharmonijski solisti, Ciji je i umjetnicki voditelj. Iste
godine postaje i clanom glasovirskoga trija Gelius.

Violinist and concertmaster of Zagreb Soloists, Sreten Krstié¢
studied at the Faculty of Music, University of Arts in Belgrade.
Since 1982, Krsti¢ has been the principal concertmaster of



the Munich Philharmonic Orchestra, with the great Sergiu
Chelibidache as the orchestra’s chief conductor. As a soloist,
Krsti¢ performed with famous conductors such as Sergiu
Celibidache, Zubin Mehta, James Levine, Hiroshi Wakasugi,
Horst Stein, Vaclav Neumann, Dmitrij Kitajenko, and Christopher
Hogwood. Soloist concerts have taken him to nearly all of
the European countries, as well as to Japan, USA and the ex-
USSR. He founded the strings trio “Gasteig-Trio Miinchen”
in 1985, and has been its member ever since. Since 1996, his
work in chamber music has intensified - he founded the strings
sextet “Philharmonische Streichsextett”, and, in 1999, the
“Philharmonische Solisten”. Krsti¢ has made recordings for all
the radio and TV-stations in ex-Yugoslavia, Bavarian Radio (BR),
West-German Radio (WDR), BBC (Manchester) and Greek Radio
(Thessalonica). From 2007 until 2010, Krsti¢ was artistic director
of the Belgrade Music Festival (BEMUS), one of the oldest and
largest festivals for classical music in the region.

UROS LAJOVIC diplomirao je kompoziciju i dirigiranje na
Muzickoj akademiji u Ljubljani, nakon ¢ega je studije nastavio
u Becu na SveuciliStu za glazbu i izvedbene umjetnosti u klasi
profesora Hansa Swarowskog, gdje je diplomirao s najveéim
uspjehom. Na podru¢ju dirigiranja usavrSavao se na Ljetnoj
akademiji u Salzburgu kod profesora Bruna Maderne. Dirigentsku
karijeru zapoceo je u rodnoj Ljubljani 1972. godine, najprije
kao asistent dirigenta te od 1978. do 1991. kao stalni dirigent
Slovenske filharmonije. Uisto vrijeme obnasao jeduznostvoditelja
Komornog orkestra RTV Slovenija (1974. - 1976.), Sefa dirigenta
Simfonijskog orkestra HRT-a (1979. - 1981.), a 1988. osnovao je
komorni ansambl Slovenicum s kojim je tijekom dvanaest godina
odrzao niz koncerata u domovini. Djelovao je kao Sef dirigrent
Beogradske (2001. - 2005.) i Slovenske filharmonije (2015. -
2017.), a godine 2009. postaje umjetnicki savjetnik te stalni
gostujuci dirigent Zagrebacke filharmonije. Od 2015. stalni je
gostujuci dirigent filharmonija u Sofiji i Shenzhenu. Uz navedene
angazmane, tijekom svoje cetrdesetogodisnje karijere nastupao
je diljem svijeta, suradujuéi s brojnim simfonijskim orkestrima,
renomiranim ansamblima i solistima. Predavao je dirigiranje na
Sveucilistu za glazbu i izvedbene umjetnosti u Becu (1989. -
2012.) te na Muzickoj akademiji u Zagrebu (2011. - 2014.). Kao
gostujuci profesor odrzao je majstorske tecajeve u Stockholmu,
Vilniusu, Constantj, Sangaju, Hong Kongu i Dubrovniku. Dobitnik
je brojnih medunarodnih nagrada i priznanja za svoj rad.

Uros Lajovic graduated in composition and conducting from the
Music Academy in Ljubljana, after which he pursued his studies
at the University of Music and Performing Arts in Vienna in the
class of professor Hans Swarovsky, graduating with honors. He
attended the Summer Academy for conductors in Salzburg led

by Professor Bruno Maderna. He began his conducting career
in 1972 in his hometown of Ljubljana, where he was first an
assistant conductor and then the permanent conductor of the
Slovenian Philharmonic (1978-1991). During that time, he was
the manager of the RTV Slovenia Chamber Orchestra (1974-
1976) and the chief conductor of the HRT Symphony Orchestra
(1979-1981) and in 1988, he founded the chamber ensemble
Slovenicum, with which he held a number of concerts in his
homeland over the course of twelve years. He was both the chief
conductor of the Belgrade Philharmonic (2001-2005) and the
Slovenian Philharmonic (2015-2017), and in 2009, he became the
artistic advisor and permanent guest conductor of the Zagreb
Philharmonic. He has been the permanent guest conductor of
the Philharmonic Orchestras in Sofia and Shenzhen since 2015.
In addition to these engagements, over the course of his 40-year
career, he has performed all over the world and collaborated
with numerous symphony orchestras, renowned ensembles,
and soloists. He taught conducting at the University of Music
and Performing Arts in Vienna (1989-2012) and at the Music
Academy in Zagreb (2011-2014). As a visiting professor, he held
master classes in Stockholm, Vilnius, Constanta, Shanghai, Hong
Kong and Dubrovnik. He received numerous international awards
and accolades for his work.

Poljski dirigent DAWID RUNTZ djeluje kao Sef dirigent
Zagrebacke filharmonije od 2021. godine, glavni dirigent Poljske
kraljevske opere od 2017. te predaje na Glazbenom sveuciliStu
Frédérica Chopina u VarSavi, gdje je nedavno stekao doktorat
iz dirigiranja. Debitantski nastup odrzao je 2016. ravnajuéi
VarSavskom filharmonijom, nakon §to je diplomirao na Glazbenom
sveuciliStu Frédérica Chopina u klasi maestra Antonija Wita.
Posljednjih godina kao gostujuci dirigent nastupao je s veé¢inom
najuglednijih poljskih orkestara te je stekao reputaciju jednog
od najkarizmaticnijih dirigenata nove generacije u ovom dijelu
Europe. Medu prethodna dostignuéa koja su mu pomogla u
brusenju dirigentskih vjestina ubraja se sudjelovanje u drugom
izdanju Talijanske operne akademije Riccarda Mutija (2016.) te
na prestiznoj majstorskoj radionici s Concertgebouw-orkestrom
u Amsterdamu koju je vodio Daniele Gatti (2017). Godine 2018.
osvojio je trecu nagradu i nagradu publike na 1. medunarodnom
natjecanju dirigenata u Hong Kongu, a iste je godine suradivao
i s Bostonskim simfonijskim orkestrom na audiciji za asistenta
dirigenta. Za vrijeme boravka u SAD-u polazio je poznate
majstorske radionice u okviru festivala u Tanglewoodu. Dobitnik
je brojnih poljskih dirigentskih nagrada i stipendija, a bio je i
asistent Jaceka Kaspszyka u VarSavskoj filharmoniji u sezoni
2017./2018. kao dobitnik stipendije poljskog Ministarstva kulture
i narodne bastine. Prosle je godine za koncert s Dubrovackim



simfonijskim orkestrom primio Nagradu Orlando Hrvatske
radiotelevizije koja se dodjeljuje za najuspjesnija ostvarenja u
dramskom i glazbenom programu Dubrovackih ljetnih igara.

Polish conductor Dawid Runtz has been the chief conductor of
the Zagreb Philharmonic since 2021, the principal conductor
of Polish Royal Opera since 2017, and currently teaches at
the Frederic Chopin University of Music in Warsaw, where he
recently earned a doctorate in conducting. After graduating
from the Frederic Chopin University of Music in the class of
Maestro Antoni Wit, he made his debut as conductor of the
Warsaw Philharmonic in 2016. He has been a guest conductor
of the majority of the most prestigious Polish orchestras in
recent years and is recognized as one of the most charismatic
conductors of the new generation in this part of Europe. He
has refined his conducting skills by participating in the second
edition of Riccardo Muti Italian Opera Academy (2016) and the
prestigious masterclasses with the Concertgebouw Orchestra
in Amsterdam led by Daniele Gatti (2017). At the 1*t Hong Kong
International Conducting Competition in 2018, he won both
the third and audience prizes, and that same year, he had the
opportunity to collaborate with the Boston Symphony Orchestra
during an audition for assistant conductor. During his time in the
US, he attended prestigious masterclasses at the Tanglewood
Festival. He was a recipient of many Polish conducting awards
and scholarships. As a result of a scholarship from the Polish
Ministry of Culture and National Heritage, he worked as Jacek
Kaspszyk's assistant at the Warsaw Philharmonic Orchestra
during the 2017/2018 season. He won the Orlando Award of the
Croatian Radio and Television last year for the best performance
in the drama and music program of the Dubrovnik Summer
Festival for a concert with the Dubrovnik Symphony Orchestra.

LEO SAMAMA je studirao muzikologiju na Sveucilistu u Utrechtu,
kompoziciju u klasi Rudolfa Eschera te dirigiranje. Izmedu 1977.
i 1991. predavao je na Konzervatoriju u Utrechtu i tamoSnjem
sveuciliStu, usporedno piSuéi tekstove i prikaze za znacajne
nizozemske medije. U istom je razdoblju ostvario brojne radijske
emisije. Obnasao je duznost glavnog producenta Residentie
Orkest The Hague (1994. - 2003.) te umjetnickog i izvr$nog
producenta svjetski poznatog Netherlands Chamber Choir
(2003. - 2010.). Samama je jedan od utemeljitelja Netherlands
String Quartet Academy i mreze profesionalnih zborova Europe
- Tenso. Priznat je i kao autor studija o nizozemskoj glazbi
20. stoljeca (Nederlandse muziek in de 20ste eeuw, 2006.),
monografije skladatelja Alphonsa Diepenbrocka (2012.), kao i A
brief overview of Thousand Years of British Music (2003.), sve u
izdanju Amsterdam University Pressa. Recentno je objavio djelo
The Meaning of Music (Chicago University Press, 2016.). Njegova

opsezna studija povijesti solistiCkih koncerata objavljena je
2015. (Het soloconcert), a djelo posveceno gudackim kvartetima
2018. (Het strijkkwartet). Pocevsi od 1975., kada je praizvedeno
njegovo prvo djelo, skladbe su mu izvodene u Nizozemskoj i u
inozemstvu, a brojne narudzbe su snimljene. Jednako tako,
Samama je snimio brojna sveuciliSna predavanja, medu kojima
se istice komplet u trajanju od osam sati, naslovljen Klinkende
Geschiedenis (povijest zvuka u glazhi), prodan u vise od
sedam tisu¢a primjeraka. Od lipnja 2010. Samama nosi pocast
Sluzbenika reda Orange-Nassau za doprinos nizozemskoj glazbi.
Leo Samama studied musicology at Utrecht University,
composition with Rudolf Escher and orchestral conducting. From
1977 until 1991, he taught at the Utrecht Conservatory and Utrecht
University, while also writing reviews and articles for some of the
major newspapers in the country and making dozens of radio
programs for national broadcast. He was artistic administrator
of the Residentie Orkest The Hague (1994-2003) and artistic
and general manager of the world-famous Netherlands Chamber
Choir (2003-10). He is one of the founders of the Netherlands
String Quartet Academy and of the Tenso Network for European
professional chamber choirs. As an author, Samama wrote books
on Dutch music in the 20%century (Nederlandse muziek in de
20ste eeuw, AUP 2006), on the composer Alphons Diepenbrock
(Amsterdam, AUP 2012), but also A brief overview of Thousand
Years of British Music (Amsterdam, AUP 2003), and recently
The Meaning of Music (Chicago University Press, 2016). His
extensive survey of the history of the solo concerto was released
in 2015 (Het soloconcert, AUP 2015) and of the string quartet
in 2018 (Het strijkkwartet, AUP 2018). Since his first official
opus in 1975, the compositions of Leo Samama have been
performed in The Netherlands and abroad, and they gave rise to
numerous recordings and commissions. Since 2006, his many
university lectures have been released on CD, amongst which
the successful box with eight hours Klinkende Geschiedenis (a
history of music in sound - of which over 7.000 boxes were
sold). In June 2010, Leo Samama was appointed an Officer in
the Order of Orange-Nassau, in recognition of his service and
achievements for Dutch music.

ZAGREBACKA FILHARMONIJA orkestar je 150-godisnje
tradicije vrhunskog muziciranja u Zagrebu i Hrvatskoj te kulturni
veleposlanik Hrvatske u svijetu. Daleke 1871. godine zapocela
je profesionalna orkestralno-koncertna aktivnost u Zagrebu,
a 1920. orkestar je dobio ime koje nosi i danas. Kroz cijelo
vrijeme u hrvatsku prijestolnicu donosio je najbolju klasi¢nu
glazbu, a njegovu povijest pisali su prvorazredni Sefovi dirigenti:
Friedrich Zaun, Milan Horvat, Lovro von Mataci¢, Mladen Basic,
Pavle DeSpalj, Kazushi Ono, Pavel Kogan, Alexander Rahbari
i Vjekoslav Sutej, te u posljednjem desetljeéu David Danzmayr
i novoimenovani Dawid Runtz. Sezonu 2011./2012. obiljezilo
je intenziviranje suradnje s maestrom Dmitrijem Kitajenkom,
jednim od najveéih dirigenata danasnjice, koja traje sve do
danas. Njegovim djelovanjem kao umijetnickim savjetnikom
Zagrebacke filharmonije otpocela je nova era u povijesti orkestra
obiliezena novim umjetnickim poletom, zapazenim glazbenim
postignuéima, kao i velikim koncertnim i diskografskim
projektima.

Sa Zagrebackom filharmonijom nastupali mnogi proslavljeni
dirigenti te ugledni hrvatski i svjetski poznati glazbenici - kao
solisti na inozemnim turnejama i gosti u sklopu filharmonijskih
koncertnih ciklusa.

Svoje koncertne programe Zagrebacka filharmonija publici
nudi u tri redovita pretplatnicka ciklusa: Crveni i Plavi ciklus,
Off ciklus te MINI MINI ciklus za najmlade. Osim spomenutih
koncertnih ciklusa, tu su i koncerti izvan pretplate: Filharmonijski
bal; humanitarni koncert PokaZi [jubav u organizaciji Zagrebacke
filharmonije i Rotary cluba 1242 kojim se prikupljaju nov€ana
sredstva kao pomo¢ u lijecenju najmladih bolesnika; tradicionalni
Koncert za Zivot u sje¢anje na Anu Rukavinu i maestra Vjekoslava
Suteja kojim podupire rad zaklade Ana Rukavina; koncert u
sklopu humanitarne akcije Korak u Zivot za sve sudionike akcije i
gradane koji kupnjom ulaznica pomazu u prikupljanju sredstava
namijenjenih stipendiranju mladih iz domova za nezbrinutu djecu
i udomiteljskih obitelji.

Zagrebacka filharmonija redovito sudjeluje i u programima
Dubrovackih ljetnih igara i Muzi¢kog biennala Zagreb, a posebno
vazan dio djelatnosti orkestra takoder je tradicionalna suradnja s
Muzickom akademijom u Zagrebu, ¢ime se pruza prilika buduc¢im
glazbenicima da se dokazu na velikoj koncertnoj pozornici i
izvrsno$éu izbore svoje mjesto u orkestru. U glazbenoj sezoni
2022./2023., na inicijativu Sefa dirigenta Dawida Runtza i u
suglasju s HNK u Zagrebu, pokrenut je Komorni ciklus koncerata
glazbenika solista nasSih orkestara.

Uz redovitu koncertnu aktivhost u domovini, orkestar je do
danas odrzao i brojne zapaZene nastupe diljem svijeta: u
Becu, Salzburgu, Lisabonu, Budimpesti, Varsvi, Krakovu, Rimu,
Dresdenu, Ziirichu, Milanu, Velikoj Britaniji, Rusiji, SAD-u,
Meksiku, Japanu, Omanu, Kuvajtu, Kini, Argentini i Izraelu.
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The Zagreb Philharmonic Orchestra is an orchestra with a
150-year history of performing high quality music in Zagreb
and Croatia, and also a cultural ambassador for Croatia
worldwide. The orchestra’s professional concert activities
began in 1871 in Zagreb, but it was given its present name in
1920. The Croatian capital has enjoyed the best classical music
since then, and the orchestra’s history has been written by
distinguished chief conductors: Friedrich Zaun, Milan Horvat,
Lovro von Mataci¢, Mladen Basi¢, Pavle DeSpalj, Kazushi Ono,
Pavel Kogan, Alexander Rahbari and Vjekoslav Sutej, and in the
last 10 years, David Danzmayr and the newly appointed Dawid
Runtz. The 2011/2012 season brought closer collaboration with
Maestro Dmitri Kitayenko, who is considered one of the greatest
conductors of today, which continues to this day. As the artistic
advisor for the Zagreb Philharmonic, he ushered the orchestra
into a new era that has been characterized by new artistic
enthusiasm, significant musical accomplishments, along with
major concert and discography projects.

The Zagreb Philharmonic has hosted many acclaimed
conductors, renowned Croatian and world-famous musicians
who have performed as soloists on international tours and as
guests in its concert series.

The Zagreb Philharmonic presents its concert programs through
three regular subscription series: Red and Blue, Off, and MINI
MINI for the youngest audience. In addition to the concert series
mentioned, it also organizes concerts that are not part of the
subscription: The Philharmonic Ball; a Show Your Love fundraising
concert organized by the Zagreb Philharmonic and the Rotary
Club 1242, to raise funds for medical care for youngest patients;
the traditional Concert for Life in Memory of Ana Rukavina and
Maestro Vjekoslav Sutej to support the activities of the Ana
Rukavina Foundation; a Step in Life charitable event concert
for all event attendees and individuals who purchase tickets to
raise funds for scholarships for young people who grew up in
children’'s homes and foster families.

The Zagreb Philharmonic is a regular participant in the programs
of the Dubrovnik Summer Festival and the Music Biennale
Zagreb, and the orchestra’s traditional collaboration with the
Music Academy in Zagreb is also a significant component of its
activities as it gives future musicians the opportunity to perform
on the grand concert stage and earn their place in the orchestra
by excellence. During the 2022/2023 season, the Chamber
Concert Series of the soloists of the national orchestras was
initiated by conductor Dawid Runtz in collaboration with the
Croatian National Theater in Zagreb.

In additiontoits regular concert activities in Croatia, the orchestra
has also made numerous notable appearances around the world:
in Vienna, Salzburg, Lisbon, Budapest, Warsaw, Krakow, Rome,
Dresden, Zurich, Milan, Great Britain, Russia, US, Mexico, Japan,
Oman, Kuwait, China, Argentina and Israel.

MAJA SREMEC (Zagreb, 1990.) diplomirala je studij pjevanja

She won the second prize
at the Sem glasba sem mesto International Competition in Novi
Mesto, Slovenia (2017) and the first prize at the Lav Mirski
International Competition in Osijek (2018). She played Kohout
and Jay in Leo$ Janacek's opera The Cunning Little Vixen
(2017), performed in the orchestral-dramatic staging of songs
from Gustav Mahler’s cycle Des Knaben Wunderhorn (2019) and
played the Fairy in Jules Massenet's opera Cinderella (2020) in
the productions of the Music Academy Zagreb. In February 2021,
she also participated in the Academy’s project Suor Angelica
et autres soeurs, in which she performed a selection of songs
from Messiaen's cycle Poemes pour Mi, and in March 2021, she
participated in the Darko Luki¢ Festival. She has collaborated
with the Zagreb Soloists, the Cantus Ensemble and the BingBang
Percussion Ensemble.

In 2021, she made her debut at the Croatian
National Theater in Zagreb as Georgette in Giacomo Puccini’s
opera La Rondine and in the replays in 2023. She has collaborated
with conductors such as Darijan Ivezi¢, lvan Josip Skender, Pavle
Zajcev, Simon DeSpalj, Mladen Tarbuk, Jurica Petar PetraC and
Lorenzo Passerini, and with many eminent singers and voice
teachers.

LOVRO VON MATACIC (14. veljate 1899. - 4. sijeénja 1985.)
do danas je ostao najveci hrvatski dirigent, Ciji je mnogostruki
talent, ¢esto i u nepovoljnim drustveno-politickim okolnostima,
uspijevao zasjati kao iznimna vrijednost koja uvijek pronalazi
prostor za realizaciju.

Roden na SuSaku, od malih je nogu bio okruzen glazbom i
svijetom umjetnosti: otac je njegovao intenzivnu karijeru opernog
pjevaca, a majka glumice. Nakon preseljenja u Be¢, u dobi od
osam godina pristupio je Zboru beckih djecaka Becke dvorske
glazbene kapele. U beckoj Pijaristickoj gimnaziji dobio je poduku
iz klavira, orgulja i glazbene teorije. Glazbenu naobrazbu nastavio
je kod uglednih pedagoga s be¢kog Konzervatorija koji formalno
nije pohadao, niti je stekao zavrSnu diplomu. Dokazivao se u
praksi Sto je pocelo ve¢ 1916. kada je kao korepetitor poceo
volontirati u Operi u Kolnu. Ve¢ kao Sesnaestogodisnjaku
Tonkiinslerorchester betkog Musikvereina pod ravnanjem
Bernharda Paumgartnera praizveo je njegovu Fantaziju za
orkestar. Malo se Mataci¢evih skladateljskih ostvarenja do danas
u potpunosti sacuvalo, iako je kasnije, kao priznati dirigent, neka
uvr§tavao na programe svojih nastupa - primjerice Simfoniju
konfrontacija ili Kantatu Konjuh planina. Po zavrSetku Prvog
svjetskog rata, uzdrzavao se uglavnom sviranjem po kavanama,
pisanjem kritika te kratkotrajnim dirigentskim angazmanima u
Osijeku, Zagrebu i Novom Sadu gdje je sluzio obvezatni vojni
rok kao vojni glazbenik. Ve¢ tada njegove su nastupe obiljezile
operne izvedbe i vokalni repertoar, no tek mu je 1922. stigao
stalni angazman, i to u Ljubljanskoj operi. U meduvremenu se
vjencao ¢eskom pjevacicom Karlom Dubskom, zahvaljujuéi kojoj
je upoznao znatan dio CeSke glazbe. Prvi veliki uspjeh u Ljubljani
bila je izvedba opere Jen(ifa Leo$a Janaceka koja Ce se pokazati
kao jedno od najizvodenijih opernih ostvarenja na Mataci¢evom
repertoaru.

Nakon Ljubljane nizali su se angazmani i uspjesi: s Operom
u Beogradu i akademskim zborom Obili¢, sa Zagrebackom
filharmonijom i Beckim simfoniCarima u Konzerthausu, Rigi,
Varsavi, Poznanu i Bukurestu, te trajniji dolazak u Zagreb 1932.
gdje je svoju djelatnost razgranao na operni, simfonijski i zborski
repertoar. Vrhunac tadasnjeg djelovanja bilo je dirigiranje
Berlinskom filharmonijom 1936. nakon Cega je postao redoviti
gost toga orkestra. Mjesto stalnog dirigenta Opere Hrvatskog
narodnog kazaliSta u Zagrebu, 1938. zamijenio je funkcijom
direktora Beogradske opere i Sefa dirigenta Beogradske
filharmonije, no put ga je vodio i dalje po Europi. Ratno vrijeme
proveo je uglavnom u Zagrebu kao oficir u domobranstvu, uz
nastavak koncertiranja: u Zagrebu sa svim vaznijim orkestrima,
u BeCu, i u Berlinu. S funkcijom inspektora vojnih glazbenih
ansambala u svojoj je nadleznosti imao cijeli korpus vojne
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glazbe. Nakon kapitulacije Njemacke je uhi¢en te se i u zatvoruy,
gdje je proveo viSe od godine dana, imao priliku baviti glazbom:
dodijeljeno mu je vodstvo zatvorskog orkestra i zbora. Nakon $to
je njegova druga supruga Elizabeta Lilly Levensohn, s kojom se
vjenc¢ao 1933., ishodila pomilovanje, 1948. je otiSao u Skopje gdje
je pomogao izgraditi repertoar Opere Makedonskog narodnog
kazaliSta. Sve do 1954., kada je od Josipa Broza Tita ishodio
odobrenje za izdavanjem putovnice, djelovanje na podrucju
tadasnje drzave hilo mu je ograniceno (Rijeka, Ljubljana), no
uskoro je njegova karijera dobila puni medunarodni zamah.
Novi pocetak oznacilo je snimanje Arabelle Richarda Straussa
u Londonu za etiketu Columbia, i to na preporuku Herberta von
Karajana. Zaredali su se koncertni i operni nastupi diljem Europe,
a nerijetko se predstavljao i kao redatelj. Ravnao je orkestrima
poput Londonske filharmonije, Clevelanskog orkestra, Beckih
simfonicara, Ceske, Berlinske i Miinchenske filharmonije,
nastupao u Bavarskoj drzavnoj operi, Berlinskoj drzavnoj operi,
beckoj Drzavnoj i Volksoperi, Lyric operi u Chicagu, Teatru Coldn
u Buenos Airesu, beckom Musikvereinu, milanskoj Scali, Rimskoj
operi, sudjelovao u Zziriju Karajanova dirigentskog natjecanja,
suradivao s Wielandom Wagnerom u Bayreuthu, bio Sef dirigent
Nacionalnog orkestra Opere iz Monte Carla i pocasni Sef dirigent
Simfonijskog orkestra NHK iz Japana - a to su samo neki od
njegovih poslijeratnih postignu¢a u svijetu. U domovini je uveo
brojne repertoarne novosti i visoke standarde glazbene prakse,
obiljezio tri desetljeéa Dubrovackih ljetnih igara, ostvario niz
ambicioznih planova kao Sef dirigent Zagrebacke filharmonije
te se zalagao za domace suvremene skladatelje, uvrStavajuéi
ih nerijetko i na programe svojih inozemnih nastupa. Njegovu
doprinosu hrvatskoj glazbenoj sceni treba pribrojiti i oporu¢no
izrazenu Zelju za osnivanjem Fonda Lovro i Lilly Matacic.

Dobitnik je niz uglednih nagrada medu kojima su Brucknerova
medalja, Brucknerov prsten, medalje Smetana i LeoS Janacek,
odlikovanje za zasluge u kulturi kneza Rainiera Ill. od Monaka,
te svih vaznijih priznanja u domovini. Suradivao je s vodeéim
solistima 20. stolje¢a, snimao za etikete kao Sto su EMI,
Columbia, Supraphon, i pokrivao golemi repertoar. lako je na
celu simfonijskog i koncertnog stajao Anton Bruckner, a opernog
Richard Wagner, interes Lovre Matacica kretao se od Palestrine,
Monteverdija i Purcella, preko Handela, Glucka, Mozarta, Haydna
i Beethovena do Musorgskog, Mahlera, Janaceka, Smetane, R.
Straussa, Wagnera, Verdija i dr.

Ana Vidi¢

Lovro von Mataci¢ (14 February 1899 - 4 January 1985) has
retained his renown as the greatest Croatian conductor of all
time. His manifold talents managed to manifest themselves
even in unfavourable socio-political circumstances, all while
shining through as an outstanding value.

Born in Susak, Mataci¢ was surrounded by music and the world
of arts from an early age: his father pursued a lively career of
an opera singer, and his mother the one of an actress. Having
moved to Vienna at the age of eight, he joined the Vienna Boys'
Choir of the Hofmusikkapelle, and as a student of the Piarist
High School, he received instruction in piano, organ and music
theory. He proceeded to study with renowned teachers from
Vienna Conservatory, although he did not formally enrol on the
programme and had never obtained a diploma. In 1916, Mataci¢
started to gain practical experience by doing volunteer work as
an accompanist at the Cologne Opera. He was only sixteen when
his Fantasia for Orchestrawas first performed by the Tonkiinsler
Orchestra of the Vienna Musikverein under the direction of Bernhard
Paumgartner. Few of his compositions survive intact to this day,
but Mataci¢, having risen to prominence as a conductor, included
some of them in his later repertoire: the Symphony of Confrontations
and Konjuh Planina Cantata, among others. Following the end of the
First World War, Mataci¢ made his living by playing music in cafés,
writing critiques and taking up short conducting engagements
in Osijek, Zagreb and Novi Sad, where he also did his mandatory
military service as an army musician. Already at that time, his
performances were dominated by operas and the vocal repertoire,
but it was only in 1922 that he got his first permanent position -
the one at the Ljubljana Opera House. In the meantime, he married
the Czech singer Karla Dubska, who introduced him to a variety of
Czech music. Mataci¢'s first great success in Ljubljana was the
performance of the opera Jeniifa by Leo$ Janacek, which continued
to feature strongly in his operatic repertoire.

Other engagements and successes followed, including the
work with the Belgrade Opera, Obili¢ Academic Choir, Zagreb
Philharmonic Orchestra, Vienna Symphony Orchestra of the
Konzerthaus, as well as in Riga, Warsaw, Poznan and Bucharest.
In 1932, MatacCi¢ settled in Zagreb, where he expanded his
operatic, symphonic and choir repertoires. A major step
in his career came in 1936, when he conducted the Berlin
Philharmonics, after which he became the orchestra's regular
guest conductor. In 1938, Matacic¢ left his post of permanent
conductor of the Croatian National Theatre Opera to take up the
one of chief conductor of the Belgrade Philharmonic Orchestra,
but his work took him further afield to Europe. He spent the war
years serving as a Croatian Home Guard officer in Zagreb, while
continuing giving concerts in Zagreb, Vienna and Berlin. Having
been appointed the inspector of military music ensembles, he
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was in charge of the entire corpus of military music. Following
the surrender of Germany, Mataci¢ was arrested and imprisoned
for over a year, during which time he continued to create music:
he led the prisoners’ orchestra and choir. After Mataci¢'s second
wife Elizabeta Lilly Levensohn, whom he had married in 1933,
managed to secure him a pardon, he left for Skopje, where in
1948 he helped create the repertoire of the Macedonian National
Theatre Opera. For a while, Matacic¢'s activity in Yugoslavia was
limited (mostly to Rijeka and Ljubljana), but soon after he was
granted Josip Broz Tito's permission to apply for a passport in
1954, his career took off internationally. The new beginning was
marked by his recording of Richard Strauss’s Arabelle made in
London for Columbia Records, upon the recommendation of
Herbert von Karajan. There followed a series of concert and
opera performances all over Europe, in which Mataci¢ often
assumed an additional role of the director. Among his post-war
accomplishments, Mataci¢ led multiple orchestras including the
Vienna Symphony Orchestra, Cleveland Orchestra and the London,
Berlin, Munich, and Czech Philharmonic Orchestras; he performed
at the Bavarian, Berlin and Vienna State Operas, Vienna Volksoper,
Lyric Opera of Chicago, Teatro Colén in Buenos Aires, Vienna
Muskverein, La Scala in Milan, and Teatro dell'Opera in Rome; he
was a member of the jury of Karajan's competition of conductors;
he collaborated with Wieland Wagner in Bayreuth; he was chief
conductor of the Monte Carlo National Opera Orchestra, as well as
an honorary conductor of the NHK Symphony Orchestra in Japan.
In his homeland, Mataci¢ introduced new pieces into repertoires
and set high standards in music performance. He marked three
decades of Dubrovnik Summer Festival, ran a number of ambitious
projects as chief conductor of Zagreb Philharmonic Orchestra,
and supported Croatian contemporary composers by including
their works in his international repertoires. Mataci¢'s other notable
contribution to the Croatian music scene was the establishment of
Lovro and Lilly Mataci¢ Foundation, carried out in accordance to
the wishes expressed in his will.

Lovro Mataci¢ received a number of prestigious awards,
including the Bruckner Medal, Bruckner Ring, Smetana Medal,
Leo$§ Janacek Medal, medal for cultural merit given by Prince
Rainer Il of Monaco, as well as the highest plaudits in Croatia.
He collaborated with leading 20th-century soloists, recorded
with labels such as EMI, Columbia and Supraphon, and built
up an extensive repertoire. While his symphonic and concert
repertoire was dominated by Anton Bruckner, and the opera one
by Richard Wagner, Matacic¢'s interest spanned from Palestrina,
Monteverdi and Purcell, through to Handel, Gluck, Mozart, Haydn
and Beethoven, and up to Musorgsky, Mahler, Janacek, Smetana,
R. Strauss, Wagner, Verdi, and others.

FOND LOVRO I LILLY MATACIC utemeljen je 1987. u skladu
s oporucnom Zeljom maestra Lovre MatacCica i njegove
supruge Lilly. Kao neprofitna udruga provodi u djelo brojne
aktivnosti kojima je zajednicki cilj njegovanje i Sirenje utjecanja
umjetnickog, kulturnog i drustvenog naslijeda Lovre Matacica.
Stipendiranjem i nagradivanjem talentiranih mladih dirigenata,
podupiranjem njihova usavrSavanja u zemlji i inozemstvu te
organiziranjem velikog medunarodnog dirigentskog natjecanja
svake Cetiri godine (od 1995.), Fond je u neprestanom kontaktu
s novim narastajima glazbenika te izravno sudjeluje u njihovu
umijetnickom stasanju. U ostvarivanju svojih djelatnosti,
medu kojima je organiziranje koncerata i kulturnih priredbi,
strucnih predavanja i seminara, izdavanje nosaca zvuka i
prigodnih publikacija, Fond redovito suraduje sa znanstvenim i
kulturnim ustanovama i pojedincima u Hrvatskoj i inozemstvu
- muzickim akademijama, zakladama, glazbenim institucijama,
glazbenicima i strucnjacima - $to omoguéuje strucnu,
kompetentnu i multidisciplinarnu prezentaciju. Takav pristup
vidljiv je u brojnim projektima koji ukljucuju: monografiju
Matacic¢ autorice, muzikologinje dr. Eve Sedak (1996.) kao prvi
detaljan i sveobuhvatni prikaz Mataciceva Zivota i djelovanja;
novu monografiju Lovro Mataci¢ muzikologinje Ane Vidi¢
(2019.) obogaéenu novim, prije nedostupnim materijalima;
dokumentarnu izlozbu o Zivotu i radu Lovre Mataci¢a autorice
Eve Sedak, predstavljene u Zagrebu 1999. i potom Sirom
Hrvatske i inozemstva (posljednji put u Omi$u 2017.); otvaranje
Spomen sobe u Mataéi¢evoj rodnoj kuéi na Susaku (Rijeka)
2013.; objavljivanje dvostrukog nosaCa zvuka R. Wagner: Die
Walkiire - Lovro Mataci¢ i Zagrebacka filharmonija u suradnji s
nakladnikom Cantus 2013.; obiljezavanje Mataciceve obljetnice
rodenja u Skopju uz Makedonsku filharmoniju 2015.; Dane 0GS
Lovre Mataci¢a u Omisu 2015.; redovite godiSnje medunarodne
dirigentske seminare.

The Lovro and Lilly Mataci¢ Foundation was established in
1987 in accordance with the testamentary will of Maestro
Lovro Mataci¢ and his wife Lilly. As a non-profit association,
the Foundation undertakes various activities aiming to nurture
and develop Lovro Matacic¢'s artistic, cultural and social legacy.
The Foundation has sought to keep close contact with new
generation of musicians and actively participate in their artistic
development by providing grants and awards to gifted young
conductors, assisting in their training in Croatia and abroad,
and by organizing a quadrennial international competition for
conductors (since 1995). Through its activities, which include
the organization of concerts, cultural events, lectures and
masterclasses, and the release of recordings and the printing
of occasional publications, the Foundation collaborates with
academic and cultural institutions and individuals, both in

Croatia and abroad—music conservatories, foundations, music
institutions, musicians and experts—thus ensuring professional,
competent and multidisciplinary work. Such an approach is
evident in a number of its projects, including: the monograph
Mataci¢ by the musicologist Dr. Eva Sedak (1996), which is
the first detailed and comprehensive account of Matacic’s
life and work; the most recent monograph Lovro Matacié, by
musicologist Ana Vidi¢ (2019), containing new material that
was not previously available; the documentary exhibition on the
life and work of Lovro Matagi¢ by Dr. Eva Sedak, presented in
Zagreb in 1999, and then across Croatia and abroad (last held
in Omi$ in 2017); the unveiling of a commemorative room in
Matacic¢'s family home in Susak (Rijeka) in 2013; the release
of the double CD R. Wagner: Die Walkiire - Lovro Mataci¢ and
the Zagreb Philharmonic Orchestra in collaboration with Cantus
label in 2013; the performance by the Macedonian Philharmonic
Orchestra in Skopje commemorating Matacic's birthday in 2015;
the Lovro Mataci¢ Primary Music School Days in Omis$ in 2015;
and annual international masterclasses for conductors.
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
